Must be made on the official entry form and received by Friday 22 February. Students
must be under the age of 19 years as 1 January 2008 and fulfil the eligibility criteria for
competition in secondary school sport as defined by the NZSSS Council. Students in Years 7
& 8 are not eligible to participate. The NZSSS Council policy on the entry of composite
teams will apply.

Entry into Boys Division One is restricted to the six teams which have previously qualified in
the Monday league competition. Boys Division Two is open entry to any other teams,
including multiple teams from the same school.

Entry into Girls Division One is restricted to the eight teams from the Division One Monday
league competition and the top two teams from Division Two Monday league competition.
Girls Division Two is open entry to any other teams, including multiple teams from the same
school.

Ten boys and fourteen girls teams which have already entered the qualifying process have
already entered this tournament and do not need to re-enter.

Entries into Division Two will be accepted from schools which are not partner schools of the
Canterbury Secondary Schools Sports Director’s Office, but these teams will not be eligible
to win trophies or other awards, or be recognised in the final rankings of this Canterbury
Secondary Schools event. Appropriate certificates will however, acknowledge performances
of merit by such teams.

This is the Senior Championships. A separate Junior event will be held in Term 4.

Uniforms (in the same colours and design) must be worn. Numbers must be worn front and
back. Shorts must be a matching set.

An adult must be named who is responsible for each team that a school enters.
First referees will be appointed to all matches. All teams will be required to do duty for the
game either preceding or following some of the games in which they play. Duty consists of

supplying a net referee, four lines people and two scorers.
